RULES FOR LADY MEMBER’S WINTER LEAGUE 2010
FORMAT

The winter league will run each Sunday (unless the course is closed) from 10 January until 28 February. In the event of the course being closed, the matches will be halved and the programme will move on to the next round.

10 holes  - last 6 and 1st 4.                 Check in time 10.45 (first team)
FEBRUARY



Fourball 
12 holes starting on the 1st              Check in time 11.40 (first team)
6 players from a team of 9 will play each week. All times are Check In times. 
FORMAT OF FINAL DAY
On the final day February 28 ALL team members will play in a singles matchplay 9 hole shotgun start at 2.30pm. Check in at 2.00pm. subs allowed.  The singles matches will be played between the teams in descending order of points. The team with the highest points will play the team with the second highest and so forth. Prize giving and a meal will follow immediately after the matches.
ENTRY FEE

The entry fee is 30 Euro per team member Juniors/Intermediates 10 Euro.  This fee will include a meal and prizes after the singles matches on February 28. Team Captains are responsible for collecting entry fees.

RESULTS

A win gives 2 points and a halved match 1 point
HANDICAP

Scotch Foursomes

 1/4 of the difference of the combined handicaps

Fourball

Lowest player will go back to zero. The other 3 players will get 1/2 of the difference between their handicap and the handicap of the player who has gone back to zero.

Singles

1/2 of the difference

USE OF SUBSTITUTES

Substitutes can be used where a team captain cannot get 6 of her 9-member team to play on a given day. 
A substitute can be any lady member who is entitled to play on Sunday, who is NOT a member of a winter league team.

A list is available on the notice board of those who have indicated an interested in being a substitute.

Substitutes do not pay the entry fee. All are welcome at the meal at the end of the Winter League at a price to be decided.

TEAM CAPTAINS

Team captains must ensure that a team of 6 is available to play each Sunday at the time indicated on the programme.  .
Result should be written on the results sheet on the notice board by team captain or their representative.
